Social distancing restrictions
imposed by national governments
across the globe have had a huge
impact on athletes' ability to
prepare and train for the Games,
and they had been crying out for
the IOC to end the uncertainty

The final
two one-day internationals
between India and South Africa
will be rescheduled following an
agreement between the countries’
governing bodies, while the
remaining two ODIs between
Australia and New Zealand were
called off.

The Indian Premier League,
being a massive revenue-

financial plans for the year ahead.
